Expense Definitions
Coordinators Budget Report
70200 – Travel - Mileage:  
refers to 'in district' client and business related travel or 'out of district' travel that does not involve training or an overnight stay.

70201 – Training:  
refers to any training related travel or 'out of district' travel resulting in an overnight stay.

70250 – Auto Operating Expense:
refers to any auto related; gas, tires, maintenance  battery; ect.
70470 – Repairs and Maintenance:  
refers to non-janitorial and non-vehicle related repairs and maintenance associated with facilities or grounds such as lawn care, tree surgeons, electricians, plumbers, painters, locksmiths, etc.

70480 – Janitorial Supplies:  
refers to mops, buckets, laundry detergent, vacuum cleaners, cleaning supplies, chlorine strips, light bulbs, carpet cleaning, paper products, floor wax, cleaning services, etc.

70500 – Duplicating:  
refers to supplies and paper for copiers, printing costs, etc.

70510 – Office/Shelter Furnishings:  
refers to supplies to support the client related needs such as hygiene products, towels, sheets, games, first-aid materials, etc.

70520 – Office Supplies:  
refers to flip charts, pens, notepads, paper clips, binders, highlighters, calendars, etc.

70530 – Educational Materials & Supplies:  
refers to FAMS, curriculums, educational software, life skills materials, clinical related client materials, etc.

70560 – Food - Programs:  
refers to products that are edible.

70610 – Client Other:  
refers to expenses related to client outings, movie rentals, bowling, treats/food for clients on outings, rewards, cable TV, etc.
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
